Result: Physicians hadmore scores in leadership (84%) andk values (85.6%). Nurses had more scores in
educational collaborative relations (91%), streasd fatigue (76.3%). While pharmacists had morgein confidence
assertion (78.6%) and lower scores in leadership.

Conclusion: There was a positive attitude among healthcardgasionals toward teamwork; physicians had the

highest scores followed by nurses then pharmacists.

Recommendations: Create shared continuous educational, in-servioegpams and workshop especially these

with a focus on teamwork and communication.
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
