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ABSTRACT

The rapid expansion and new breakthroughs in tlemarof development have taken humankind into aagew
The development process has, on the one hand, easddiman life, but on the other, has imposedesuff on a few
sections of society. One of the greatest costisenfléevelopment process has been the involuntapjadsment of millions
of vulnerable people. Development brings with itjnst physical displacement and relocation bubaisduces the quality
of life of the affected to sub-human condition®aihg their lives in entirety. The Right to Failo@pensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, RehabilitationdaResettlement Act, 2013 directs acquisition ofiland frames the
procedures to be followed for granting compensatrehabilitation, and resettlement to the persoffeaded or displaced
due to development. Scudder-Colson points outrtHatation, voluntary or involuntary, induces arpexience of stress.
Community members facing transition responded imilfar and broadly similar manner because the pueesof
relocation limits the coping mechanism of the a#dcpeople. Even though the government providesfortahle
rehabilitation to the affected population, verylétattention is paid to the psycho-social conseges associated with the
process. The paper is based on the primary stuthducted on the people displaced due to Jaipur d/€roject.
It studies how forced shift affects the adjustn@ndiverse socio-economic population and analykeschanges in life-

style, social network, community bonds and fanglgitrons during the period of transition.

INTRODUCTION

Development-Induced Displacement: A Conceptual Fraswork

Development can be comprehensively characterize¢d bsnefit the public at large and as an upwardement
including more prominent levels of vitality, effastness, quality, efficiency and progress. Develepiris a process of
social change and not the only arrangement of igslidesigned for some particular results. Amid rifesst recent five
centuries, development has gotten in pace and fordeseen a stamped surge in increasing speedldpewent envelops
social, economic, political and cultural progresfhiuman society. Although on one hand developmeng$® expansion in
terms of infrastructure and per capita income buthe other hand it results in the displacemena ¢drge number of
people.
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Development Induced Displacement brings new oppdréis for some section of society and for othdrs i
becomes a reason for the loss of livelihood ancehtipcreates widespread inequality in society sgalving customary
sources of employment and uprooting people fronir g establishments. It additionally forms a somer culture
bringing about exhaustion of natural resourcesteim®ed economic dependence on outside financiaination and

diminished political autonomy of host society.

In the developing countries, the scale of develagmelated population displacement has grown rgpiger the
past few decades due to the compelling need foastricture to meet the demand of the fast growoygulation. As the
investment in infrastructure grows, the challengesaving “resettlement dilemma” may also becomgical. Thereby
Development-Induced Displacement rose as a notawaerdncern and a challenge to sustainable developrbe worry
emerged as a consequence of the sensational dexéopment-induced displacement post-independéhdate and it is
reinforced for the most part with difficult and degble results in resettlement experiences. Aaesponding retaliation
and felling of resentment among those who are eitlieectly or indirectly affected or uprooted inetmame of

comprehensive developments need to address with fnsight in the life of affected people.

In India, people are frequently involuntarily diskded from their long establishment and the objectf
resettlement remains exceedingly hard to accomphslditionally, the aim of sustainable developmshbuld be the
improvement of people as compared to their prevstasidards before resettlement which is a long fsam being
accomplished. Monetary Compensation by itself cafulty ensure, restore and enhance the level ofieg of those who
have been forcibly displaced. There is multiple different impacts of development-induced displaeetDisplacement
may or may not result into proper and desirablettksnent. When the resettlement and relocatichetlisplaced people
are not considered seriously by the developmedielsathen it may disturb their social, cultural awbnomic life.The
heat of displacement and experience of relocat®rdiverse depending upon the type of home/dwebingihess/
productive assets which has been acquired. Howealertypes of forced acquisition induce social, mmmic and
psychological trauma but in case of commercialusifiess properties acquisition has a direct impadhe pockets of the
displaced while in case of housing properties dinapact can be observed on the family structummen, children and
elderly. Thus the next session will focus on coesations which should be keet in mind to reduceldiement pain by

relocating people through proper planning and etiecu
RESETTLEMENT: ISSUES AND IMPLEMENTATION

Resettlement can be defined as the comprehensbeess of planning the relocation of people, househnod

communities in order to restore to improve or astaestore to their previous living standards.

Rehabilitation, if aims at the welfare and comprediee well-being of people can reverse the risk of
impoverishment and marginalization. To have a battederstanding of displacement and resettleménsg worth to

highlight the consequences of the forced shiftrendisplaced population.

SOCIAL CONSEQUENCES OF FORCED SHIFT

Impact on the Community

The focus should not be merely on the quantitasispect i.e number of displaced people, there igedl rio
recognize the change in the qualitative aspectdigdlaced and project affected families. By digyn&ing the local
communities, development-induced displacement wffethe most fundamental element of community fgllin
It is the huge threat to the cohesion of the entmenmunity as it compels the displaced people @ngh residence,
establishment or occupational site. When displgesaple are forced to change workplace or job, fevious economic
communities no longer function. The change of s is the first step towards the erosion of exjstelationship and

community ties. Loss of common property resouramis of the most important sources of distressigh & shift.

Change in Culture

Threats to the cultural identity of the displaced @ery often observed when there are major diffegs in the
lifestyle, resources, environment and communitycttre of the previous and relocated site. Modetion in India
significantly impoverishes the cultural traditiookthe tribal and indigenous people. Anthropolobstadies confirm the

impact of resettlement on the reduction of cultdlimérsity and even the extinction of language diadects.
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Change in Caste & Class Identity

It has been observed that in many rural areas;lpedmne caste reside at one locality. They apeddent on the
region for common property resources like grazialglf wells, temples, playground etc and the landdme way facilitate
their occupation and source of livelihood. In sucltase relocation becomes very tough as these epeoel highly
dependent on the lands for their livelihood andeexm similar structure and community network dginielocation and
rehabilitation. Besides, the cast members who ex@ayed in the form of barbers, washer men, scasenegtc are severed
from their patent families as a result of whichyth®ot only get unsettled but also face the losgheir traditional
occupation. Once displaced the people are notpasition to help one another in times of need d@uphtysical distance.
All of them therefore, struggle to survive due be wisintegration of a community network. Land Ais@fion in urban
areas causes certain changes in the class chaticseof affected persons. Change in income, edipere, occasional
expenditure, occupation and self-assessment afsstain be noticed before and after the acquisiRask of a shift in class
character becomes critical in case of occupatiansd displacement because it hits the pocket Hirgdhe resettlement

site does not support the business class.
Impact on Family Structure

In India, the traditional family pattern has beetritineal and patrilocal. The Joint family systésrstill dominant
in rural societies because of agricultural occupatis a livelihood is directly affected by ownepsbf land. Distribution
of compensation amount can become one of the redsorthe conflict in joint families. Disputes iwaership titles at
times increase the risk of the disintegration ahtidamilies. In urban areas, although one can egtnmore nuclear
families but the joint family system is common imsiness communities. The experience of forced aigphent increases

irritability and insecurity among the family member
Impact on Women

However involuntary shift affects men and womert, diill, the episode of displacement and relocatiffacts the
female part of the displaced families in a particiyl gendered way. The female part is differenffected in the process
due to gendered division of labor, wherein merspoasibility is income generation and labor-oridrigsks and female’s
responsibility is to manage and arrange the foadtlie family. Generally, policies of resettlememidarehabilitation

neglect the needs of women.

Women are compelled into adjusting with an unfaamitiulture, and it creates restrictions in theicizlospace
which obstruct them to rebuild their daily practicén a new set up. When there is a relocation ofisbp
women experience more insecurity than males asdheynore attached & dependent on the neighborhebite when
there is some change in the place of productivetass is the men who are more affected becausbeags the

responsibility of feeding the family.

For affected communities, development projects hawe way promoted the trend of gender disparitiesugh
the inequitable allocation of the benefits genetalighis is because, in most of the state laws whiehoperative for the
land acquisition, compensation, rehabilitation, amedsettlement, men are treated as heads of houasehol
thereby, compensation, either cash or land, isriably awarded to men. Widows particularly beconuwnerable in this

situation. Thus, the women remain deprived of tlairthe community level as well as at the natideakl policy
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framework because of their lower status in powercstire ascribed by gender relations in patriarsbalety.
Impact on Children

Resettlement may generate a feeling of insecunitgrag children as they are vulnerable. When theieqa find
it difficult to re-establish their livelihood in der to make ends meet, cope with lack of resoustesggle with project
authorities over land title and negotiation for gmmsation, and are disturbed by an overwhelmingesef helplessness.
With so much pressure on guardians in dealing wighsudden shift, somewhere they fail to give ireguattention on
children. Rather irritability increase in parentglahey displace their anger on children by scgdiem every now and
then. The impact of displacement on children catm@tnderestimated: it may affect the health, avécieand future.
Many children are often forced to discontinue tleeiucation. Probabilities of girl children are highcompared to boys to
drop out because of lack of easy access to eduaaiitstitutions and safety concerns. Still, iniwas communities, girl's
education is not preferred, therefore in the cirstamces of financial crunch, it is the majoritytloé times girl-child who

is dropped out of school first.
Impact on Elderly

The most common problems due to displacement anhdhgselderly include felling of alienation from aw
property, isolation, increased risk of heart atfaddpression and other diseases due to the sutidek ef evicting the
property. Elderly are more associated and attatthélteir neighborhood, community and common propessources thus
leaving all these behind creates lots of anxietthia age group. The health of elderly often gét@éd primarily they are
neglected due to a shift of focus of family membkersope up with the sudden transition and furthey might face more

problems to adjust in new milieu.
Impact on Economic Structure of Affected Family

Acquisition of land, especially occupational lariddicates changes in the economic status of thectff
community. When people are forcibly moved, fromesital habitat it not only alienates them but alsmantles their
production system. The socio-economic dispossestiento displacement breaks the life support systenich brings

about disorganization and insecurity in the livedisplaced people.

The paper therefore, is an attempt to understand the forced shift affects the adjustment of diees®cio-

economic population during the transition periodlldwing were the major objectives of the study

According to official records, total 170 were dspdd due to development of Metro Rail. For the psepof the
present study, 100 respondents were selected thritiegl ottery Method of Probability Sampling. Ireteample selected
80% were those who had ownership titles of theapprties, while 20% of a sample selected, compridetthose who
were working on Government land, which was the @alyrce of livelihood and has been rehabilitateddar years from
now.

The occupatiortatus of the
respondents is presented in the above diagram.datein the diagram shows that 12% displaced wema high-end
business community who were having marriage gardeqport houses, property dealers, jewellery hoaséshotels, 18%
had business of medical stores, restaurants, cotisin work, thekas, sweet shops and footwear shg#% mainly had
business of hardware, sanitary, clothing and ptyperd 28% were unskilled shopkeepers like bartmrisblers, dhabas,
small handicraft shops, electricians and tea stall
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Land Holding Pattern of the Displaced(Before & After Acquisition)
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The data on the ownership of the land of the redpeots before acquisition; and after the acquisitbtand is
presented in the above table. The data shows @td respondents had 90B registration; 20% of thewh land which
was either unauthorized or with no title wherealy d8% had JDA approved land while 10% had dispuded and 2%
agricultural land before the acquisition. The puesitaspect of this displacement and rehabilitatfothat newly allotted
land to all affected people is JDA approved. It banconcluded that all 100% respondents now havealiproved land
indicating a positive change in the land ownershipthe displaced respondents after allotment of rnemd; a
commendable step taken by the Jaipur Metro Raip@mation. The respondents also reported that védltier they did
not possess a roof title, they now own the whotprty. This has improved their living conditioritrar than deteriorating

which mostly happens in case of displacement asetttement.

Those respondents who did not possess a landéttge acquisition (20%) suffered untold miseriesd longer
period as compared to the ones having ownershgs.tiSince they were not relocated for a couplgeafrs, they had no
source of their livelihood making their conditioeporable. These people were very apprehensivediegagetting an
alternate land by the project authorities, but witimtinuous appeals and efforts of Land Acquisitifficer, they are now

finally the owners of land with clear property ¢i$; a blessing in disguise for them.

The data suggests that the majority (50%) of thepardents have expressed moderate satisfaction theetand
re-allotment process while 8% of them are highlysfiad with the process due to multiple reasorts. iRstance, earlier
the shops owned by the displaced were not JDA apprdSome of them did not possess a roof title mesalt of which

they were restricted to work from limited space- Reation of the respondents has bought brightreuprospects for the
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displaced as the market value of new propertyrnsoat double than the previous one. However, 22%h@frespondents
were dissatisfied with the land re-allotment precesasons such as ancestral property, loss ofamghtunfair cash
compensation.20% of the respondents were highlyatiified with the land acquisition process as thye given

possession of alternate land after four years maliging them further.

The above data was collected to gather informa®how JMRC has compensated DP/PAP in return datite
acquired by constructing Metro railways Those whoeived official designation of Project Affectedopke with clear
land titles were provided with compensation eitineterms of both land for land and cash for thedtires or cash alone,
as per the agreed terms with the landowners. Agugrib the data, the majority( 51%) were awardeathb.e. land in
return of land as well cash compensation for thectitre of their property.17% of respondent didedeive any land but
were compensated with cash according to the magkaé of their land at that point of time. The maj@ason for this was
that the Government could not arrange for altertzatd for them as the size of land was big, 2%iveckthe only to land
with no cash compensation as it was an open latidwai construction on it. Since the remaining 100the respondents

were not satisfied with the compensation amourit theney was deposited in civil court.

But those 20% who had their shops on the Governtaext and had no ownership rights, suffered fromows
legalities and delays in getting alternate landm@ensation provided by the project authoritieshiem for the business
loss was almost negligible, making their condititaplorable. On one side their earnings were redtaatimost nil and on
the other hand they were not provided with any rtemyebenefits by the Government. But after a stleigd four years
finally, they were given land by the JIMRC.

It is in a way spgaychological,
economic & physical loss. Those who were includedhie oustees list but had no ownership title seffemaximum
business loss. All the savings got dismantled ia fgnocess and future has become very uncertatisptacement has
resulted in unemployment with no alternate placeaok from. The analysis inferred that there iseartendous change in
the financial and economic status of the projefetcééd people with no lands ownership, they hawnbwrarginalized and

as the gap is huge thereby it will take quite altome fully restore their prior economic status.

The diagram shows the variation in income changenediately after displacement and one year after
displacement. The data of income change was igitiaken recently after displacement which showe t significant
number of PAP/DP (i.e. 88%) faced a significantrdase in the income level. Only 2% reported theoime increased
while 10% had no impact on the income level. Thatigtics altered approximately one year after tksaent.
Around 60% of respondents happily reported that iheome has increased. The reason for this waisttiey were given
roof titles (which were not with them earlier). Hheould thus construct multiple floors and storesél more goods.
Increased size of the shops also made them ata@esides an approved JDA title, the value of fend has almost
doubled. Those shopkeepers who either possessethaniaed land or conflicted title earlier wereaksatisfied as they
were now given the commercial title. 30% of respantd reported that their income has decreased seasulack of
customer footfall in the new shop. Some even regolbss of rent; while 10% respondents maintainectimnge in

income status because of the nature of businessasugroperty dealing and residential property.

45%hem
were of the opinion that displacement has burdé¢heid pockets as they have to construct new buglihich is a costly
affair, while 18% reported that their loans haveréased suddenly in order to relocate themselvéseimew location and
hence loan repayment has become tough. 12% ofridspts reported a loss of rental income which \wag secondary
income. 25% of the respondents reported the inergafuel consumption as the new area is far frbaeirtresidence as
compared to the previous one. It has also incretmadtravel time.

The above table shows the initial reaction of reslemts when they got preliminary notice of themdaeing
acquired by JMRC. For 38% of respondents, it casishacking news which disturbed their whole familfjle 30% of
respondents were convinced that they would notaggt compensation for it because of unauthorizeplitési land
titles.7% of respondent & family members broke doemotionally & 25% reported the feeling of helplesss.

In the initial few months, the displacement procassised intense anxiety & tension in the famitiedisplaced.

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Displacement does not indicate only one-time rdlona rather it ensures lots of adjustment with thew
environment, people and culture. Right from theljgakion of initial notification up-till their reddlement, the affected
people face a number of insecurities which affeetwhole family leading to mental stress and stra@%o respondents
reported loss of livelihood as the reason of sttessause of the shift and resettlement, 25% reghainte loss of ancestral
property, and 20% reported the stress due to appséin regarding alternate land as their titlesewdisputed.25%
respondents were under tremendous stress dueuoeeéarnings. Those who had no land title weresratyessed as they

sustained on daily earnings and were not sure whétiey would get any compensation.

The above diagram represents the data on the guosex! by project affected people in IMRC. Despiite huge
recruitment drive, none of the family members oé thggrieved got preference in the ongoing projést.per the
respondents, acquiring jobs in the project wouldehlaeen a great support for them would have sawed families from

facing tough times during the process.

CONCLUSIONS

The land was acquired to develop metro rail in BHdsom Mansarovar to Badi Chaupar as per theipians of
Land Acquisition Act 1894, which is considered adraconian act. This act makes it possible fordtade to acquire

private land for ‘public purpose’. Albeit this, tliefinition of ‘public purpose’ is vaguely defingiderefore this makes the
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application of the whole act an arbitrary one. Tan issue in the act is that it provides compeéasairovision only for
those who are physically uprooted from their land completely ignores those who lose their soufdévimg due to the
forceful acquisition of land and thus marginalizee Project Affected People (PAP). The authoritiese not liable to
plan rehabilitation of displaced and project afecpeople. Such an ideology created a situatiomuefand cry among
people on the process related to development-inbidigplacement issues in India. The Right to Faim@ensation and
Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitatiord d&esettlement Act, 2013 is like a ray of hope tuis provision like
social impact assessment, inclusion of livelihoogkls, provisions for solatium (compensation maderforal and mental
loss, not just financial) and subsistence allowaridew the project authorities are bound to not juelbcate but
rehabilitate the affected people. Looking at thgime prevailing in the world today and in past,stevident that
development-induced displacement is inevitable. tBatdevelopment of infrastructure, dams, irrigatand of the linear
project must not become the root cause of poverty rmarginalization of those who pave the way farager good by
sacrificing their establishment. The only solutimnescape the paradox is to have sound relocatidnrehabilitation

policy with the welfare approach.

Since the above discussion focuses on the develdppagadox thus, the following new paradigm becomres

important step where displacement can be underste@dconsequence of development.

Paradigm: Development Induced Displacement
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To conclude for the overall development a strontgmheination is required on the part of project auities to

execute and implement a well-planned policy forat@litation with consultation and participation affected people. As

the social change affects the whole structure ofesp thus all four pattern variables economic,itiall, legal and social

institution must work together for the better atijosnt with the transition and changed circumstané&nomic

consideration alone should not be the focus paimtsbrenuous efforts must be made to minimize tremhand burnt of

alienating man from land, community and kinshi.ti€he land is not just asset and property, it® flome of memories

and attachment which a person develops. Therevesyalroom for the improvement so that final parthef research paper

focuses on significant suggestions for the bettpesence of displaced and therefore relocated latipuo.

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS

The project authorities should purchase and devedsfain commercial areas before the start of anjept to
facilitate resettlement and rehabilitation of thgpthced.

A government should also ensure evaluation of iejgphysical facilities and amenities at the rdegient site
developed by project authorities so that the livoandition at the new sites may be improved upod te

problem of displaced persons may be reduced teaerextent.

Establishing a panel of experts for the preparaibtine resettlement program is the need of the.hHhe use of
such panels during the planning stage can helptaniiEly improve the resettlement program and raféed

through regular follow up can facilitate the prdjaffected people in adjusting to the new life.

Special measures must be taken to support the wesakton of society who got affected in the projedich

should include the poor, women, children and tderty.

Rehabilitation and Relocation should be designed imanner that it gives equal rights to men & woriren

holding of the property so that females can be ewaped socially and economically.
