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ABSTRACT

Bio fuel has been regarded as potential alternative fuel for partial substitution of petrodiesel. Jatrophacurcas which
is one of the sources of bio-diesel, are easily available in tropical and sub-tropical areas. A number of plantation practices
and engine test runs have been conducted across the world, which has been successful to demonstrate it as aternative
source of fuel.
