Kalimantan Province, especially in Sintang Distridtis also a different area in terms of ethnicapd religion. The
largest ethnic groups in Sintang District are DagaMalays, Javanese, and Chinese. The purposdsofebearch is to
provide insight into the dynamics of identity pobtin a multicultural society. The benefit of thésearch is to explain
various kinds of factors underlying the multicutlisociety in carrying out identity politics. Thisudy uses qualitative
research methods in descriptive form. The techrsiquehis study are observation, interview, andutoentation study.
The results of this study indicate that the faabidentity similarity in terms of ethnicity fornise Dayak ethnicity and
ethnic Malays compete in politics. Identity simityarfactor in terms of religion shape the behawvidridentity politics in
Javanese ethnic groups and the factor of politiceerwovenness between ethnic Dayaks and ethnineShiformed

identity politics in the Chinese community.
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INTRODUCTION

consists of a large number of ethnic groups, ceftureligions, and others which are plural (pluead)l at the same time
heterogeneous various. Likewise with ethnic divgrisi Indonesia, as presented by Van VollenhoverK@entjaraningrat,
2002, p. 301) makes the classification of varionsrs of ethnic groups in the territory of Indoreebased on the system of

Sintang Regency is one of the regencies in Wedir&altan Province. The area is one of the regioatihve
ethnic diversity such as Dayaks, Malays, Chinegeadese ethnic group and so on, thus making tlzeaarerea that has
ethnic diversity. As stated by Yusriadi (2016, p) in the city of Sintang, various ethnic groupsneofrom other regions

in West Kalimantan, from Java, Sumatra, and Sulawes

In the regional head elections (Pilkada) simultaisgoin 2018, there were 17 Provinces, 39 Citiew] &15
Regencies which carried out regional elections Baneously in Indonesia. One of them, West KaliraanProvince

which carried out the election to the Governor Baguty Governor regions. This is a consequencegibnal autonomy
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and a democratic system that requires direct impfegation — it elections regional heads involvingpsople who have

the right to vote.

The candidates for the 2018 West Kalimantan guberiah election represent each of the majority &lgnoups
in the Province of West Kalimantan. Candidate paompete in the position of governor and vice gowerof West
Kalimantan, for example, pair number 1 is from Dagend Malay ethnic groups, pair number 2 is fromy&aethnic
groups, and pair number 3 is from Malay ethnic gsourrom various backgrounds, each candidate foefor and Vice

Governor represents a representative from evergmesiinic group in West Kalimantan Province.

With the implementation of regional elections irrigas parts of Indonesia, dynamics in politics sashidentity
politics cannot be avoided. Regions that have devesocieties in terms of ethnicity and religion aeey vulnerable to
identity politics. As in West Kalimantan Provincahich has a variety of ethnic and religious divistdlot only in

Indonesia, but also in Malaysian ethnic-based ipalitountries (Noh, 2014).

A study conducted by LSI in 2008 (in M. Nawawi, Hiada B. Anriani, and llyas, 2011) in the West Kadintan
Regional Election, ethnic factors appear to playiraportant role. Voters tend to choose candidatemfthe same
ethnicity. This was felt to be reasonable, duéhtoliond felt by the voters to elect a Governor\édice¢ Governor who had
ethnic similarities. As revealed by Barter and C(&@15) in the most recent Indonesian case it lgledrows that local
political conflicts are closely related to the i@asing number of migrants who are considered byoiteds as a threat to
them in their search for livelihoods. This is indiwith Setiadi and Kolip (2013, p. 90) that if peofeel the benefits of
diversity, the integration will be created. Conwdys if the community does not feel the benefitsdofersity, what will

happen is the threat of national disintegratiom (ge in the form of a desire to separate betwegioms).

The same thing was expressed by Haboddin, (200fgcin many local and national political actors sciously
use this issue in power-sharing. In the provincefiau, Central Kalimantan, West Kalimantan an@dridJaya which
clearly shows how powerful this issue is handledpbijtical actors when dealing with other politicaitities. That way,
political actors will play ethnic and religious s to gain votes so that the actors get what Weayt because ethnic
politics must first have an ethnic identity. Ethpiglitics is promoted based on ethnic identity, @nsl exclusive (Xia, Lee,
and Halim, 2018). So that power becomes a thinghhs such a significant impact on social life ggressed by Marijan
(2015, p. 17) power is a central problem in a coubecause the state is the largest institutioaiim of political society

(polity) and has the power authoritative.

The identity theory of Manuel Castells (in Asti20Q14, p. 16) also reveals that identity politicafsindividual's
participation and is more determined by one's caltind psychology. This has made it very possiédientity politics to
occur in the post-conflict local election in Westlknhantan Province. The occurrence of ethnic coitipetin taking the
position as Governor and Vice Governor of West ialitan Province. Likewise, in Sintang District, ethihas ethnic
diversity that inhabits it. So that various typdésthnicities in Sintang Regency tend to give tlofioices based on ethnic
similarity and religious similarity to several typ®f candidates for the Governor and Vice Goveinathe Provincial
Election, West Kalimantan. This is as expressedPbljtical identity to be Maarif (2012, p. 13) indonesia, identity
politics is more related to issues of ethnicityligien, ideology and local interests which are gatlg represented by

elites.
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Based on the background above, the researchersinterested in conducting research on the factehénal each
ethnic group in Sintang District in carrying oueidity politics after the election of the Goveraod Vice Governor, West

Kalimantan Province.

METHOD

Based on the research title, as well as the baokgrof the problem, the researcher used a quaétaipproach
with descriptive methods. Using a qualitative mettize researcher will describe following the fdotshe field to find out
the factors behind each ethnic group in Sintandridisn carrying out identity politics after thdeetion of the governor
and vice governor of the West Kalimantan proviroegualitative research, the best way to understaimat is happening
is to sink into it and move to the culture or ongation that is being studied and experience hofedts to be part of it
(Krauss, 2005). Data collection techniques used whservation, interview, and documentation stddhe participants in
this study were cross-ethnic communities that iitedlthe Sintang District area, such as the examwmpl@ayaks, Malays,
Javanese, and Chinese ethnic groups. Becauseuhetfmic groups are the largest ethnic group awe Ipolitical power
in Sintang District. The primary data sources iis $tudy were community leaders and Dayaks, Maldgganese, and
Chinese ethnic groups. While secondary data sourcdhis study are various kinds of literature suh regional
documents, books, journals and online news thastilleelated to the underlying factors of eachnét in Sintang District

in carrying out identity politics after the Goverrielection and Vice Governor, West Kalimantan Pngei.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS

Sintang Regency is an area that has various kihdthaicities such as Dayaks, Malays, Javanese)eShj and
so on. The life of each ethnic group in Sintangtiisgave birth to various kinds of tribal orgaaiions to maintain and
practice the customs and culture of each ethniamrdhere are various kinds of tribal organization§intang District,
including:DewanAdat Dayak (DAD), MajelisAdatBudayaMyu (MABM) MajelisAdatBudayaTionghoa (MABT),
PusatPaguyubanWargaJawa (PUSPAWAJA), Flores, Sumba,TimurdanLor (FLOBAMORA),
KerukunanKeluargaKawanua (KKK), WadahKomunikasiMaskat Batak (WKMB), PerkumpulanKeluarga Sumatera

Sintang District has a variety of ethnic groupsweager, it is undeniable at the time of the eleditimat several

Dayaks Ethnicity

For the Dayaks ethnic group, there is a colledtigsire to be led by Dayaks. Ethnic politics is swmous with
elite politics from ethnic Dayaks (Tansaldy, in Nbolt and Klinken, 2007, p. 370). Because witheRistence of leaders
from ethnic Dayak backgrounds, it is easier to usid@d and develop life, especially for Dayak aethgrioups themselves.
In the economic life experienced by Dayak ethnimpwnities, there are many economic inequalitiess Thdifferent

from the economic life of other ethnic groups, esally such as Malays, Javanese and Chinese ejhoips. The same is
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true of the assumption that the Dayak ethnic conitypiras always felt marginalized and underrateteims of the social
life of the Dayak ethnic community. During IndoresiNew Order, Dayaks felt marginalized, discrirtédaagainst and
colonized by theirown country by being the subjefctentralized governance dominated by outsideci([Br 2007, p.

66). So that it led to a standard desire in Dayhkie communities to prefer the Governor and Vieev&nor of the Dayak
ethnic group. Resistance identity is a proces®ohiing an identity by social actors who are in grdgsed condition with
dominance and stereotypes by other parties so@gabe resistance and the emergence of iderttidesre different from
those who dominate, with the aim of group surviMagiroup (Castells (2010, p. 8). This is evidenewlhe local elections
of 2007, 2012 Dayak ethnic groups united in chagsirtandidate for Governor and Vice Governor fromDayak ethnic
background. This is based on the existence of dedmation, which gave birth to regional autonorty provide

opportunities for local sons to lead their regioAscording to Buchari, (2014, p. 26) the rise oreegence of identity
politics in various regions was triggered by théstence of democratization and decentralizatioth& context of the
implementation of real regional autonomy. Politid@icentralization is also known as political detioly, focusing on

organizations and procedures for increasing citjzamicipation in choosing political representatenmd in making public
policies; changes in the structure of governmerduph delegation of power and authority to the arethe government
unit; power-sharing institutions within the stateaugh federalism, constitutional federation, oroaomous regions and
institutions; and procedures that allow freedomase$ociation and organizational civil society ppation in public

decision making (Hidayat 2017).
Malays Ethnicity

For ethnic Malays, the 2018 Governor and Deputye&soor Election did indeed carry out identity paktito win
the candidates for the Governor and Vice Goverrdahe Malay ethnic group. Because during the twdqos of the
leadership of the Governor and Vice Governor ofdttenic Dayak and ethnic Chinese backgrounds. huisg rise to
the desire for the next period in 2018 to changepiriod of leadership that is from ethnic Maldthnic fractionalization
is of particular interest considering that manyref existing studies focus on the importance ofiadalivisions" from one
type or another in explaining fragmentation paditiprimarily through psychological mechanisms (limb?015). By doing
various ways, namely to prepare a single pair @eguor and deputy governor candidates from the Wathnic group so
as not to cause a vote split from ethnic MalaysMndlims. The political consequences of the etltoimposition of these
networks may be present, and this implication magneually result in the number of voters (Galandind Fieldhouse,
2019).In the local elections of 2007, and 2012 datates from ethnic Malays and Moslems split inkwesal pairs of
candidates, resulting in invoices from the ethnialdy community and the religion of Islam being d&dl. Likewise, the
similarity of religion (Islam) makes the ethnic Mgk give more voice to the candidate pairs of Gumer and Deputy
Governors of ethnic Malays and Muslims. And thereravspeeches made by one of the political figurke imvited

reactions from ethnic Malay people who were seeatheggading to the ethnic Malay community.
Javanese Ethnicity

At the time of the 2018 Governor and Deputy GovemioWest Kalimantan Province, there was a comipetit
between the Governor and Vice Governor Candidata®s fethnic Dayak and ethnic Malay backgrounds. Thikes
Javanese ethnic groups prefer not to participademach in the competition so that the creation gfeaceful regional

election. However, it is undeniable that the Jagareommunity is more oriented towards religiousadityy namely Islam
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in giving its voice to one of the candidates fag tAovernor and Deputy Vice of the Islamic religidihe case of Surah Al
Maidah verse 51 which led to mass mobilization fnaarious regions in the country to come to proiegiakarta, until the
circulation of public opinion ‘I am Muslim, | choesMuslim leaders (Sari, 2016). The various typeadaifons that took

place in Jakarta had an influence on the regiogerding the increasingly influential identity pat& based on religion.
Chinese Ethnicity

In the Chinese ethnic community, they did not ifeer too much in the 2018 Governor and Vice Governo
Election of West Kalimantan Province. This is samito Javanese ethnic groups, except that thece@inese recognize
identity politics carried out during the electiof legislative members because of the notion thgislators who have
similar ethnicity, especially ethnic Chinese, pagrenattention to the ethnic Chinese community. Tue to the absence
of a partner from the Candidate Governor and Viaeeéenor of the Chinese ethnic group. But it is iteble that the
Governor and Vice Governor of the 2013-2018 peri@ie pairs of ethnic Dayaks and Chinese. So tlatetls a close
relationship between ethnic Dayaks and ethnic Glairsnd gave birth to political networks. Politinatworks are defined
as groups with whom people are involved in poliawsl interpersonal political discussion (Parsof4,52 This is also
reinforced by the nomination of biological childrélom the governor of the 2013-2018 period who eaadidates for

Governor Number 2.
CONCLUSIONS

Based on the results and discussion in the studgleded that the factors underlying each ethniiitBintang
District in carrying out identity politics are tisémilarity of identity in terms of ethnicity behirttie identity politics when
the 2018 Governor and Vice Governor of West KalitaarProvince elections in Sintang District betweémic Dayaks
and ethnic Malays. Whereas in the Javanese etbmcnanity, they selected the pair of Governor angudg Governor of
the Province of West Kalimantan based on the siityilafreligion. Finally, for the ethnic Chinese ramunity, their

political choices are based on political netwotlat thave been built together with ethnic Dayaks.
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
