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ABSTRACT

This study was conducted with a purpose to estimate the level of insecurity among the pupil and understand how different

types of insecurities are related to the academic performance of the students. A sample of 480 boys and 480 girls of Senior

Intermediate class were drawn from different colleges situated in Urban, Rural and Tribal areas of West Godavari District

of Andhra Pradesh. Self prepared and standardized tool “Insecurity assessment scale” is used for the study. Out of 960

students 37.08% showed low level of insecurity and 52.18% showed moderate level of insecurity. There are 10.72 % of

students who are highly insecure. So it is found that the overall insecurity level of senior intermediate students of West

Godavari district is moderate (M=76.28, SD=15). A significant difference is found in the Insecurity of students with

respect to different areas of the study.
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
